MARITIME INTERDICTION OPERATIONS AND COUNTER PIRACY TRAINING
FOR DCoC STATES UNDER IMO INITIATIVE

From 4" to 14™ of March 2014, NMIOTC and International Maritime Organization (IMO) jointly
